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CLASS HISTORY

On September 5, in the year of our Lord 1949, the present senior class of Melrose
High School entered into the high school department with an enrollment of 118 students.

We mourned with them over the leaving of our former principal, Mr. Jesse D. Spring-
er, while we rejoiced over the new one, Mr. Floyd M. Campbell. Mrs. Dorothy Graham,
Mrs. Doris Bodden and Mrs. Florence Bolden were our home room teachers, who faith-
fully helped us to be on our way.

We rejoiced when we were joined by Frank Freeman, who came from Drake High
School in Chicago, Illinois, Leahmon Reed, from Merry High School in Jackson, Tenn-
essee, Wesley Pointer and Jean Mull, from White Station Jr. High School, Narvene Wash-
ington, from Carnes School and Willie Woods from B. T. Washington.

Gradually we won membership in many of the clubs and activities found on the
campus, |

As we approached the latter part of the school year, we found that we had reached
the standard of any high school freshman. We were not satisfied yet but inspired to
strive harder.

.We were glad to discard the name of “Green Freshmen’’ and pick up the title of
Sophomores. We were beginning to realize that we had a very cooperative class and
students who showed possibilities of becoming leaders and athletes.

Mrs. McCleave, Mrs. Richardson and Miss Flowers ‘were our home room teachers.
We had with us a new classmate, Barbara Scott, from Collierville Jr. High School.

Lila Smith won $50.00 in an essay contest competing with students in Memphis and
Shelby County. She was also selected as a representative to the Y-Teen Conference in
Atlanta, Georgia.

Many of our boys entered the athletic field in the tenth grade. Jesse Rivers, Joseph
Murray, Walter Lyles and Willie Diltz went out for football. Malchi Brent and Willie Diltz
represented our class in track. Even though we participated in extra curricular activities,
we managed to keep our scholastic rating high throughout the tenth grade.

We entered our Junior year with much enthusiasm, for this was the time we began to
assume leadership roles in outstanding clubs and organizations on the campus.

During our J wior year we were glad to have join with us Ivie Jean Mosley who
came from Warrior Jr. High School, Thyatiria, Miss,. Phyllis Scott from Collierville Jr.
High School and Geraldine Jefferies from Fayette County Training School.
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For the first time during our years of high school we organized all divisions as one
class. The following officers were elected: President, Lena Wright; Vice President,
George Cox; Secretary, Mary Bates; Asst. Secretary, Lila Smith; Treasurer, Pearline
Wright and Business Manager, Vernon McGhee,

Mr. Westbrook, Mrs. Reid and Miss Cummings were our home room teachers. Mrs.
McKinney was our advisor.

Many of our classmates received high scholastic honors. One of the greatest of
these was bestowed upon George Cox, Robert Baldwin, Irma Tate, Dorothy Tolliver, and
Lila Smith, who became members of the National Honor Society.

Around the campus it was obvious that the Junior Class was making history for
itself and for the school, for we members were taking part in many civic affairs of the
community, city and abroad. Many honorable mentions and awards were received by the
members of our class. Among these were Robert Baldwin, who won first place for his
excellent poster in the city beautiful contest. Rosa Alexander, Willie Meacham, Pauletta
Johnson, Carolyn Isabel and Frank Freeman were awarded certificates by the National
Association of Poetry Clubs of America for their best composed poems. George Cox, Irma
Tate won awards for their essays on‘‘How Advertisements Help’’. Honorable mentions
were awarded to Lila Smith, Dorothy Tolliver and Robert Baldwin.

Many of our classmates took part in public discussions in the school, on the radio,
in churches and other civic programs. They were; Robert Baldwin, Ruth Clower, Barbara
Scott, Narvene Washington, Lila Smith and George Cox.

In our class there were eight charming young ladies who were candidates and
attendants in such contests as the Bronze Queen, the Nursery Bowl Queen, and the Queen
of our school. These were; Doris Hull, Narvene Washington, Phyllis Scott, Williedna
Meacham, Juanita Shields, Barbara Davis, Jean Mull and Verna Wallace.

George Cox, a member of our class, represented the school at the National Associ-
ation of Student Council Convention in Evanston, Illinois, July, 1952. He was the only
public high school student from Memphis to attend the convention.

As the Spring of the year came, we were excited and thrilled at the thought of
attending the JuniorSenior Prom. We were delighted in helping the seniors prepare for
their leaving.

Having completed our Junior year we looked back on our years in school with much
satisfaction and determination for our last year in high school.

Mr. Goodlow and Mrs. Sharp were our home room teachers and Miss Cummings was
chosen as one of the senior advisors.

Senior Class officers were: President, Robert Williams; Vice President, Frank
Freeman; Secretary, Mary Bates; Asst. Secretary, Lois Hicks; Treasurer, Joseph Murray
and Chaplain, Ruth Clower. With these students as our leaders it was our hope to set an
example for all the students to follow in the years to come and to make the class of
1952-53 the best in the history. of Melrose.
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We had six classmates to be inducted into the National Honor Society, They were:

Mary Bates, Pauletta Johnson, Rosa 'Alexander, Frank Hurt, James Stewart and Lena
Wright. The members of the society were given the honor of operating the Universal Life
Insurance Company for the first time. This was a great experience for the seniors.

In the athletic field we were well represented. Willie Diltz, captain, and Louis
Hicks, co-captain, led the football team to an undefeated year for thr first time in the
history of Melrose. The classmates on the team were, Joseph Murray, Cloyd Scales,
Walter Lyles, Jesse Rivers, and Malchi Brent, manager. Diltz was also elected as Grid-
iron Great. Narvene Washington was the 1952 -53 football queen.

At the end of the first semester we were sad to lose Floyd and Cloyd Scales who
entered the armed service for their country. Nevertheless, we were joined by Art Lee
Miller, from Jefferson High School in Los Angeles, California, Raymond Johnson, from
Gaylor High School and Loueva Watkins from Fayette County Training School.

We journeyed on through the year. At last the day we had dreamed about had come,
graduation day. All our happy moments were soon tumed to sorrow because we were
leaving the beloved halls of Dear Ole Melrose High School which will be forever remem-
