SPORTS HISTORY

Football

The Melrose Golden Wildcat football teams of 1967 and 1968 were one of the
best in our football history. They won a total of 18 games while losing only
four.

In 1967 they captured the AA Class Title by beating Catholic, whom they
were tied with at the end of the season, on the newly established point system.
They defeated Trezevant 33 --6 for the Blue Division Championship, but lost the
next week to CBHS in the first MIAA Championship game, and the first high
school game to be played in Memphis Memorial Stadium. They finished the
season with an 8--3 record outscoring their opponents 360--95 and overwhelm -
ing them in total yardage 3,639 to 1,818.

They continued with their winning ways in the 1968 football season by com-
piling a 10--1 record with their only loss coming from CBHS in the MIAA
Championship game 3--0.
